
































City Council Meeting Minuites
City of Mill Valley

Vice Mayor Marshall asked how many of the Planning Commissioners wanted to keep
the 300 foot exclusion for basements. Planning and Building Director Moore stated
they were unanimous in making a recommendation for the 300 foot FAR exclusion for
basements. '

Mayor Berman noted that he agrees with Councilmember Wachtel, as he had more
time to think about the basement issue. He stated he feels that basements should only be
regulated by the City’s Design Review Guidelines through grading and off haul.

Councilmember Lion noted that the Planning Commission was consistent in the
regulations they were looking to implement, and noted he feels the Commission still has
ample discretion on the matter.

It was MOVED by Councilmember Lion and SECONDED by Vice Mayor Marshall
to introduce and waive first reading of an Ordinance, approving amendments to certain
portions of Title 20 of the Mill Valley Municipal Code, Zoning Ordinance, Regarding
“Floor Area Ratio” and “Residential Second Units.” The Council directed staff to bring
back the ordinance for second reading and adoption at the next appropriate date. The
Motion was carried by a 3-2 vote, Councilmembers Wachtel and Mayor Berman
dissenting.

COUNCIL REQUESTS AND IDEAS FOR DISCUSSION

Councilmember Wachtel noted that the issue of grandfathering in existing basements so as to
not count towards FAR should be considered and included in the Zoning Ordinance that was
adopted this evening.

It was MOVED by Vice Mayor Marshall and SECONDED by Councilmember Moulton-
Peters to reconsider the Council’s motion on Item No. 11: “Consideration of the Introduction of
an Ordinance Approving Amendments to Certain Portions of Title 20 of the Mill Valley
Municipal Code, Zoning Ordinance, Regarding "Floor Area Ratio" and "Residential Second
Units. " The motion was carried unanimously by a 5-0 vote.
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It was MOVED by Vice Mayor Marshall and SECONDED by Councilmember Moulton-
Peters to introduce and waive first reading of an Ordinance, as amended, approving amendments
to certain portions of Title 20 of the Mill Valley Municipal Code, Zoning Ordinance, Regarding
“Floor Area Ratio” and “Residential Second Units.” The Council added a clause that states that
existing basements that are more than 300 square feet in area shall not be counted toward
maximum floor area and directed staff to bring back the ordinance for second reading and
adoption at the next appropriate date. The Motion was carried by a 3-2 vote, Councilmembers
Wachtel and Mayor Berman dissenting.

It was MOVED by Vice Mayor Marshall and SECONDED by Councilmember Wachtel to
adjourn at 11:12 p.m. p.m. to the next Regular City Council meeting which will be held on
Monday, September 16, 2013.
